4-1. Instructions for submission of abstract submission form
The Scientific Program Committee invites all participants to present oral, poster and poster discussion scientific materials.

4-2. Instructions for submission of manuscript
Authors must submit no later than July 20, 2008 the manuscript to Scientific Program Committee by e-mail (KSMP: KJMP08@yahoo.co.kr, JSMP: submission_5kjmp @bunken.co.jp). Manuscripts submitted in due date and attended the meeting will be published in the Proceedings of 5th Korea-Japan Joint Meeting on Medical Physics 2008 before or after the meeting. Manuscript should be written in English. Manuscripts, including illustrations, tables, figures, and reference list should not exceed 4 pages. 4-3. Presentation Style

In the 5th Korea-Japan Joint Meeting on Medical Physics 2008, presentation is oral, poster and poster discussion. Official language is English. Scientific Program Committee recommends a short 8-minute oral presentation to a live audience, followed by a 2-minute question/discussion period. 

Please Note: Single LCD beam projector will be strongly recommended for the presentation method. 
4-4. Manuscript Preparation

The followings are general guidelines for preparing the manuscripts for the abstract and proceedings. Manuscript for the proceedings of The 5th Korea-Japan Joint Meeting on Medical Physics 2008.
1. Abstract should be in the order of Title, Author’s name and institute, Author's address, Abstract, Keywords, Text (Introduction, Materials and Methods, Results and Discussion, Conclusion), References, Legends of Tables and Figures.

2. Use standard software - Microsoft Word, Microsoft PowerPoint for computer presentation.

3. The pages should be left without numbering.

4. The typed area for all pages is restricted to 160 mm x 230 mm with equal margins.

5. Typing should be single spaced paragraphs separated by two lines with the first line in each paragraph indented spaces.

6. The font used should be Times New Roman. The sizes of fonts are 14 for the title, 12 for the headings, and 10 for the text, subtitle, and captions. The title of manuscripts should be centered at the width of printing area in the second line. It should be written in bold letters with the first letter in each word in capital.

7. After an empty line the author name(s) without title(s) are written centered in bold letters with the first letter in Capital.
8. In the following two lines, the name and the address of the institution are written entered in italic letters. If available, the e-mail address of a main author is written centered in italic letters.
9. Superscripts indicating the legends of tables or the institute of author are in the order of     * (asterisk), † (dagger), ‡ (double dagger), § (section mark), Ⅱ (parallel), ¶ (paragraph mark), # (number sign).

10. After two empty lines, an abstract should come in not more than 300 words, under the heading of ABSTRACT. An empty line is left, and then comes 5 key words for international classification, in bold italic letters.

11. After an empty line, the manuscript itself should start under the heading: INTRODUCTION.

12. The subtitle should be written in bold letters, left justified, and proceed by an empty line. They can be labeled or numbered. Tables, photographs, graphs, and diagrams should be mounted directory in the text.
